
  
DAY 1: EDINBURGH ARRIVAL & sightseeing
	 Land in Edinburgh and after you disembark, pass through customs 
and immigration checks at the airport.  Then your driver/guide will 
welcome you to Scotland and escort you and your luggage to the 
coach.  Take a tour of Scotland’s capital city. Start your sightseeing 
with a drive through the heart of the city along Princes Street, famous 
for its shops on one side and gardens on the other. See the 18th 
century New Town with its broad streets, spacious squares and 
elegant town houses. Then drive along the Royal Mile and view 
the Palace of Holyroodhouse, the official Scottish residence of Her 
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Majesty The Queen. Stop for a guided tour of the imposing Edinburgh 
Castle, perched high above the city on volcanic rock.  Then drive to 
your hotel and check in. After you settle into your room you may like 
to rest or explore some of the city on your own before dinner.  
This evening join your fellow travelers for dinner at the Beehive Inn 
which is situated at the historic heart of the city overlooking the 
Grassmarket.  After dinner enjoy a walking ghost tour of Edinburgh, 
the best way to explore the Old Town of Edinburgh! Hidden courtyards 
and gardens are explored and their stories dramatically revealed to 
bring Edinburgh’s glorious past to life.

DAY 2: STIRLING CASTLE & EDINBURGH FREE TIME
	 This morning drive along the Firth of Forth to the historic town of 
Stirling where you will visit Stirling Castle. Captured from the English 
in 1297 by William Wallace and again in 1314 by Robert the Bruce, 
Stirling Castle has featured largely throughout Scottish history. At one 
time it was a royal residence and Mary, Queen of Scots, spent some 
years here. Return to Edinburgh where the balance of the day is free 
for independent activities. You may choose to visit Gladstone’s Land, 
on the Royal Mile, for an insight of life in the Old Town of the 17th 
century or visit the Georgian House to see life in the Georgian New 
Town. The Royal Museum of Scotland houses excellent collections of 
many types in wonderful Victorian galleries and the National Gallery 
of Scotland contains paintings by the world’s leading artists. You 
could choose to stroll along Princes Street for shopping, especially 
at Jenners, the oldest independent department store in the world.  In 
the evening you are free to choose from the many restaurants and 
pubs that Edinburgh has to offer.

Day 3: St. Andrews & GLAMIS CASTLE
	 Drive north from Edinburgh across the Firth of Forth to St. 
Andrews where golf originated.  See the famous Royal and Ancient 
Clubhouse and enjoy some free time either to visit the golf museum 
or browse through the medieval town with its cathedral, castle and 
the oldest university in Scotland.  After your visit drive north to visit 
Glamis Castle, the legendary setting of “Macbeth” and childhood 
home of the Queen Mother. Then drive along to coast to Aberdeen, 
which is called the Granite City as the granite buildings glisten in the 
sunshine.  Upon arrival check into your hotel and enjoy some time to 
relax before joining your group for dinner in the hotel restaurant.

DAY 4: BALMORAL CASTLE & BALLATER 
	 Today visit Balmoral Castle, which has been the Scottish home of 
the Royal Family since it was purchased for Queen Victoria by Prince 
Albert in 1852, having been first leased in 1848.  The original castle 
was considered too small for the needs of the Royal Family and under 
the supervision of Prince Albert a new building was designed. The 
castle was built from granite from the neighboring quarries of Glen 
Gelder, which produced a near white stone.  Then drive to Ballater 
and stop to take a look around this attractive town where many shops

DINNER & OVERNIGHT:  ARDOE HOUSE HOTEL, ABERDEEN

DAY 5: DISTILLERY & CULLODEN
	 This morning drive to the portion of the Spey Valley known as the 
“Whisky Trail.” Here you will visit a distillery to see the making of this 
famous whisky. After a sample of the finished, continue north to visit 
Culloden Moor, the site of the Battle of Culloden where Bonnie Prince 
Charlie and the Scots were defeated by the English in 1746. Visit the 
Graves of the Clans, the Great Memorial Cairn of 1881, the Well of 
the Dead and the battle museum in Old Leanach Cottage. Then drive 
the short distance to the town of Inverness where you will have some 
time to settle in before dining at the hotel.
DINNER & OVERNIGHT:  COLUMBA HOTEL, INVERNESS

DAY 6: ISLE OF SKYE & CLAN MACDONALD CENTER
	 Today travel through charming Highland scenery to the Isle of 
Skye.  At the Kyle of Lochalsh drive across the Skye Bridge and travel 
through the island passing the misty Cuillin Hills to Portree.  Enjoy 
some time in Portree before heading to Armadale to visit the Clan 
MacDonald Center where the history of the Macdonalds and the Lords 
of the Isles is depicted.  Return to the mainland where we will pause 
to see Eilean Donan Castle set on a picturesque islet before driving 
on to Invermoriston to drive along the shore of Loch Ness where you 
can keep an eye out for the famous monster. Return to Inverness for 
dinner and overnight.
DINNER & OVERNIGHT:  COLUMBA HOTEL, INVERNESS

DAY 7: LOCH NESS VISITOR CENTER & GLENCOE
	 Depart Inverness and travel along the shores of Loch Ness. Stop 
at the Official Loch Ness Monster Exhibition at Drumnadrochit to 
see equipment used in the search for “Nessie.” Continue through 
the splendid Glencoe with towering mountains on either side and 
cross the desolate Rannoch Moor.    This region is remembered for 
the Massacre of Glen Coe in 1692 when the Campbells slaughtered 
many of the Macdonald clan.  Then experience the desolate moorland 
of Rannoch Moor before seeing Loch Lomond, Britain’s largest 
freshwater lake.  We continue into Glasgow to check in to your hotel 
with some time to refresh before dining in the hotel restaurant. Here 
is where our tour offcially comes to an end. 
DINNER & OVERNIGHT:  MILLENNIUM HOTEL, GLASGOW

DAY 8: IES GLOBAL	The next three days are for IES Global, which will 
be held at the Royal Concert Hall, a short walk away. A 2-Night Hotel 
extension is available for $210 per person, double occ.
